Apply for the Early-Career Fellowships scheme under the International Science

Partnerships Fund (ISPF), managed by the Department for Science, Innovation, and
Technology in the UK.
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About the scheme

The ISPF Early-Career Fellowships scheme will enable early-career researchers to
collaborate internationally. They can gain access to new research environments, facilities,
knowledge, and expertise. The scheme supports three fellows at each participating UK
institution to conduct research related to the four overarching themes of the ISPF.

The ISPF is designed to develop potential and foster prosperity. It places research and
innovation at the heart of our international relationships, supporting UK researchers and
innovators to work with peers around the world on the major themes of our time: the planet,
health, technology, and talent. The fund is managed by the Department for Science,
Innovation, and Technology and delivered by a consortium of the UK’s leading research and
innovation bodies, including UK Research and Innovation (comprising the seven research
councils, Innovate UK and Research England), UK Academies, the British Council, Met
Office, National Physical Laboratory, UK Atomic Energy Authority, and Universities UK
International.

Why you should apply

In addition to the opportunities available for conducting research at UK institutions to develop
your career, the scheme provides:

e A minimum bursary payment of £27,979 plus relevant London weighting if applicable.”

e £10,000 per 12-month period (pro rata for shorter fellowships) for research-related
expenses.

e Other allowable costs, such as:
- [ELTS exam fee if applicable (for fellows without a valid Test of English)
- Return economy-class travel from the home country to the UK
- Visa and insurance/NHS surcharge costs

- Ad hoc costs (heavy baggage allowance, etc.)

Who can apply

Applications for the ISPF Early-Career Fellowships scheme are now open for early-career
researchers from Thailand who:

» Have a proven background or interest in the proposed research area

« Demonstrate passion and plans to engage with other early-career researchers from the
home countries

« Have a passion to contribute to capacity-building and socio-economic advancement
following participation in the scheme

» Meet the English language requirements of the UK HEI

the website of each institution. More than one application can be made, but you will need to
apply through each institution separately.
